Elementary School Career Exploration Program Plan 

The Windham Regional Career Center (WRCC) and the Regional Career Development Council (RCDC) are implementing the Elementary School Career Exploration Pilot Program for the 2005-2006 school year.

The Purpose of this Program is:

1. Provide elementary students (grades 3-6) grade-appropriate career development activities.

2. To provide support and resources, such as the Real Game curriculum.

3. Provide elementary students and teachers an introduction to the WRCC programs.

4. Hands-on experience of state-of-the-art classroom technology for elementary students and their teachers.

Preliminary Activities at the Elementary School Site:    

1. Provide and implement a student interest/skill activity or assessment 

2. Gather information from elementary teacher regarding:

· Career development tools currently in use.

· Specific WRCC programs of interest.

· Current topics of study.

3. Provide a RCDC folder for each elementary student that forms the foundation of a career portfolio.  

Visitation Day at the WRCC:  

1.   Technology Demonstration.

· Demonstrate the use of a Smart Board with hands-on participation of students.   

· Support Vermont’s Framework of Standards in the presentation of integrating interactive curriculum activities.

2.  Tour of the WRCC Trade & Industrial Center (TIC).  

· An overview of the WRCC and its programs, plus a tour of the TIC.  

· Visit 5-6 WRCC student selected programs.  Visiting a Career Center program entails participating in a shop/lab/class activity that supports the Vermont's Framework of Standards.
3.  Provide Lunch. 

4.  Provide a class photo.

Post Visitation Day Activities:  

1.  Visit to the elementary school with an RCDC representative to encourage Real Game participation.

2.  Provide additional career development materials.

3.  A WRCC student (an elementary school alumnus) will visit the elementary school.
